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Abstract

This research aimed to study the association and to construct the academic achievement model of
720 Mathayomsuksa 6 students at Islamic private schools in the three southern border provinces,
Thailand in the academic year 2004. It was found that there were 12 predictors for the academic
achievement statistically significant at 0.001 level. Study attitudes (Xw)’ self discipline (Xls), teaching
quality of teachers (Xzs), anxiety (Xw), achievement motivation (Xlz), adjustment (Xlg), interaction
between teachers and students (Xm), and classroom atmosphere (X24) held the positive relations to
academic achievement statistically significant at 0.001 level. Teacher attitudes (X14)’ mother’s education
(Xe), parents’ education encouragement (Xzz), and study habit (Xls) held the positive relations to academic
achievement statistically significant at 0.01 level. The regression equation of raw score are thus :
