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Abstract

The aims of this research were 1) to study the roles of family in cultivating morality based on 5
aspects including self-discipline, responsibility, patience, honesty and industry to the youth studying in
Islamic private schools in Changwat Pattani; and 2) to compare the roles of family in cultivating morality
to the youth according to their variables: genders, domiciles, family characteristics, numbers of children,
household income, parents’ ordinary education, parents’ Islamic education, household main careers and
time devotion to family.The samples of this research were 588 junior-high school students of Islamic
private schools in Changwat Pattani complying with Article 15(1) The instrument was a set of
questionnaires. The data were analyzed by frequency, percentage, t-test and F-test. The findings indicated
that. 1) The family played great roles in cultivating morality for youth in Islamic private schools 2) Roles
of family in cultivating morality for youth different with the statistical significance to their variables
genders, domiciles, family characteristics, household income, mother’s ordinary education, parents’ Islamic
education, household main careers and time devotion to family. But not different with the statistical
significance in variables numbers of children, and father’s ordinary education.
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
