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Abstract

This study aims to study the risk factors related to youths’ violence behaviors in the three southern border
provinces of Thailand. A total of 2,450 youths were interviewed to collect relevant data. Chi-square test was
used to analyse the associations between the violence behaviors and various determinants linked to demographic
characteristics, family, and violence experiences. Logistic regression was used to analyse the risk factors related
to youths’ violence behaviors. The study revealed that 20.7% of youths in the three southern border provinces
reported having violence behaviors. There were statistically significant associations between youth’s violence
behaviors in the three southern border provinces and sex, family’s salary per month, parents’ marital status,
witnessing physical abuse between parents, watching cinema, and playing games at the level of 0.001.
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
