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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to
examine (1) the application of authentic
assessment by instructors of English for
Communication and Information Retrieval Course
in Rajabhat Institues (2) the state of acceptance
(3) the problems and obstacles of implementa-
tion (4) the students’ opinion towards the
learning activities and assessment format of
English for Communication and Information
Retrieval Course.

This study is a qualitative research. Data
were collected through deep interviews, focus
group interviews, observations, journal data and
questionnaires. The samples consisted of 14
instructors, in 3 Rajabhat Institues, who taught
English for Communication and Information
Retrieval Course in the second semester of 2000
academic year and 35 students, in one Rajabhat
Institues, who studied this course in the first
semester of 2001 academic year.

Findings from the study showed that (1)
one Instructor applied the task type of authentic
assessment formats. The task recommended the
students to retrieve the information which related
to their life and present it to their friends. (2)
14 instructors tended to accept the authentic
assessment. However, there were different of
livel and different factors of their acceptance
which could be grouped into two categories.
The first category consisted of 2 instructors
who tended to accept and value the authentic
assessment. The second category consisted of
12 instructors who tended to accept the authentic

assessment but still used paper-pencil test as main

assessment format. (3) 14 instructors didn’t
follow up on the advancement of authentic
assessment such as history, definition, importance,
characteristics, basic principals, implementation
strategies, assessment formats and scoring
criteria. They discussed about authentic
assessment in general not specific meaning
likes educators’ recommendation. (4) students re-
alized and recognized the value of authenticity of
learning activities and assessment format of

English for Communication and Information Re-

trieval Course.
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
